2008 Race raised over $260,000 in gross revenues.

Impact:  Through events like the Komen
Northeastern New York Race for the Cure®, the
Northeastern New York Affiliate has granted over
$1.5 million to breast cancer screening, education
and treatment programs in the counties of Albany,
Schenectady, Rensselaer, Saratoga, Washington,
Warren, Hamilton, Essex, Clinton, Montgomery and
Franklin. Up to 75% of net proceeds generated by
the Affiliate stay in Northeastern New York. The
remaining income goes to the national Susan G.
Komen for the Cure Grants Program to fund
research.

Reach: The Komen Race for the Cure® Series is
the largest series of 5K run/walks in the world.
Since originating in Dallas in 1983, the series has
grown from one local race with 800 participants to
an international series of over 100 races with more
than 1.3 million participants worldwide in 2008.

end breast cancer forever. In 1982, that promise
became Susan G. Komen for the Cure and
launched the global breast cancer movement.

‘Sleepers’ register and receive a special t-shirt that can include the
sponsor’s logo on the back. Hundreds of people registered for this last year.

Finish Line Sponsorship

This option provides the opportunity to attach a business card or other small token to the Komen Race for the
Cure commemorative pin given to approximately 4,500 participants. The sponsor could also provide their own
personnel at the finish line if desired and prominent signage at the finish line would also indicate sponsorship.

3. Race Date. Affiliate will use its best efforts to conductetiRace on October 3, 2009.

All advertising and promotional materialay only be
used in the Northeastern New York service areasandld refer to Sponsor’s relationship to the Radae following
form: “Local Sponsor of the Komen Northeastern Néavk Race for the Cure.” Sponsor shall not use the Affiliate
Licensed Marks in advertisements or promotions tioatain a reference to any entity which is nodb@al or national
Race sponsor.

5. Sponsor_Licensed Marks. Sponsor grants Affiliate a limited, non-exclusiMeense to use Sponsor’s name, logo,
service marks and trademarks (“Sponsor Licensed$/psolely for including Sponsor in listings andsgriptions of
Race sponsors during the Term of this Agreemeriiliaté shall not sublicense or transfer the usehaf Sponsor
Licensed Marks to any person or entity without phier written consent of Sponsor.

6. Sponsorship Benefits/Payment.Sponsor shall receive the sponsorship benefitfosth on Attachment “A” to this
Agreement. Sponsor shall pay its sponsorship fdellasvs:
